Award  

A €500 award will be given to the selected MA thesis. In addition, the awarded thesis can 
be submitted for publication in the Encuentro Journal. Revista del Departamento de 
Filología Moderna, UAH after evaluation by two outside sources.   
  
A second prize of €100 will also be given.   
  
Thesis Submissions  

MA thesis of the Teach & Learn in Spain Program written in English or Spanish. There 
will be special consideration of those projects that explore one of the following topics:  

- Education: comparative studies in Educational Systems, and other aspects related 
to education, such as the impact of culture and values on learning environments or the 
application of interpretive methodology.  
     - History and topics such as women’s role in American and Spanish society, the 
impacts of immigration on education, and multicultural identities in the classroom.  
     - Any original and well-developed research that contributes to the advancement of 
excellence in education

• The award recipient must mention this award in any publications that result from 
their research project. 

• The monetary awards will be transferred via the students’ personal Spanish 
bank accounts in euros or another electronic transfer. 

• The Honorees will be invited to attend one of the DAR España Chapter 
meetings.
